I have the honor to announce that the House has adopted the recommendation and report of the
Conference Committee on Senate File No. 888, and repassed said bill in accordance with the report
of the Committee, so adopted.

S.F. No. 888: A bill for an act relating to the operation of state government; appropriating
money for the legislature, governor's office, state auditor, attorney general, secretary of state,
certain agencies, boards, councils, retirement funds, military affairs and veterans affairs, and senate
building; cancellation of certain appropriations; transferring money to the budget reserve; allowing
prepay for certain software and information technology hosting services; limiting a fee or fine
increase to ten percent in a biennium; providing reimbursement for reasonable accommodation;
modifying grant agreement provisions; making changes to guaranteed energy-savings program,
small business requirements, and targeted group businesses; changing certain requirements for the
practice of cosmetology; assessing certain costs for Office of Administrative Hearings; changing
a rehabilitation or renovation grant from the Minnesota Amateur Sports Commission; changing
